	Genesis Project Donation
Janet Hogan reported The Genesis Project concluded their project of community outreach and education activities regarding early brain development, for which they received a First 5 Tulare County Special Project Grant in the amount of $24,770.00.  $6,080.00 was returned to First 5 of which $2,916.03 is unexpended funds from the grant.  The Genesis Project requested the remainder $3,163.97 go to support a migrant education program.   First 5 Tulare County currently funds the Tulare County Office of Education Migrant Education Even Start Program.  
On a motion by Commissioner Bianco, seconded by Chair-Elect Nelson, the donation of $3,163.97 was accepted from the Genesis Project and staff authorized to pass through to the Tulare County Office of Education Migrant Education Even Start Program.  Commissioner Chavez abstained due to a conflict of interest.

	2011 Capital Projects and Planning Grants Request for Proposals for 2011
Janet Hogan reported that $550,000 is available to fund projects to commence January 1, 2011, and conclude on or around December 31, 2011.  The match requirement for capital projects is recommended to be 20 percent of the project’s cost.
